Please note that the length of the abstract must not exceed 300 words.
1 Introduction

This template provides authors with most of the formatting specifications needed for preparing electronic versions of their papers. All papers must be in British English. Margins, column widths, and line spacing are built-in. PLEASE DO NOT RE-ADJUST THESE MARGINS. 
The guidelines included in this template provide a complete description of the fonts, spacing, and related information for producing your paper. Please follow them and if you have any questions, direct them to the editor at gmjeditor@umat.edu.gh.
2 Using this Template

Left and right margins are both set at 2.54 cm, top and bottom margins are both set at 2.54 cm. The front matters have specific formats, please see also the template. 
2.1 First Page Layout and Fonts

Authors should follow the format presented in the sample paper on this first page and the instructions in this section (Anon, 2008).

2.1.1 Paper Tile
The title should indicate the contents and scope of the paper in as few words as possible. Phrases like 'a report on investigations into…' and 'observations on some aspects of …' add nothing significant to the title and should be avoided. While the title should be as brief as possible it should be accurate, descriptive and comprehensive, clearly indicating the subject of your work. It is important that the title of the paper be an accurate description of the contents of the work. Use 16 pt bold Times New Roman font.
2.1.2 Authors
List the name(s) of author(s) beginning with their initials and then surname. If there are more than one author, separate the names of the authors with a comma (,). Use 10 pt Times New Roman font. Put in the authors, followed by year of presentation, title of paper and Ghana Mining Journal (italics) in the area bounded by the two horizontal lines. Leave the volume number and number of pages for the editor to complete.
2.1.3 Abstract 
The abstract is a brief information or summary of not more than 300 words. It outlines the objective of the paper, the research methods and procedure employed, as well as the major findings and conclusions. The abstract should always start with a topic sentence that is a central statement of the major theme of the paper. An abstract should be written in normal and not telegraphic style. Symbols and equations, as well as references, are discouraged unless absolutely necessary. Use 9 pt Times New Roman font.
2.2 Main Text Layout and Fonts 
The main text must be in double columns with 2.54 cm put side by side with 1.27 cm gap in between. It must be single-spaced with double spacing between chapters. The first line of each paragraph is not indented. Use 10 pt Times New Roman font for the text and equations (Anon, 2008).

2.3 Headings
The levels of headings may be indicated by typeface, format, and font size. For instance “2 Using this Template” is of higher level than “2.1 First Page Layout and Fonts”, which is also of a higher level than “2.1.1 Paper Title”. Do not indent the heading even if it is long. The decimal numbering of the headings further clarifies the importance, sequence and interrelation of the portions of text under each heading. 

2.3.1 Main heading

The main headings, also referred to as chapter titles, must be sentence cased letters. Times New Roman font should be used in 12 pt bold face fonts.
2.3.2 Sub-headings for Sections

The sub-headings for sections should be in sentence case, Times New Roman and 11 pt bold face font. Leave single spacing of line before every sub-headings and 6 pt after them (Anon, 2008).

2.3.3 Sub-headings for sub-sections 

The sub-headings of sub-sections are also be in sentence case letters. Times New Roman bold face font at 10 pt must be used.
3 Preparing your Template

3.1 Mathematics
Mathematics included in a text should form an integral part of the argument and should be intelligible to the intended readers. (Anon, 2010). Mathematics must be carefully presented using printed symbols. The units and symbols used should be consistent and follow international practice (Anon, 2010). Use Times New Roman or the Symbol font for equations (please no other font). To create multilevelled equations, it may be necessary to treat the equation as a graphic and insert it into the text after your paper is styled.

Equations are to be centred and numbered. Number equations consecutively. Equation numbers, within parentheses, are to be flushed to the right edge of the line. To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus (/), the exp function, or appropriate exponents. Italicise Thus write (ax + b)/(cx + d) and not 
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. Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols. Use a long dash rather than a hyphen for a minus sign. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence. Equation (1) illustrates a sample equation.

3.2 Units

SI units should be used throughout the manuscript. The magnitude of any physical quantity must always be stated as the product of a pure number and an SI unit (physical quantity = number x unit). The following rules should be applied in the use of symbols with SI units.
1. Leave a space between the numerical value and the unit (80 cm);

2. Do not use a period (.) after a symbol unless it comes at the end of a sentence;

3. Never add s to a symbol: cm = centimetre or centimeters;

4. Do not leave a space between a prefix and a symbol: milli-second = ms;

5. Leave a space between the symbols when two or more symbols are combined to indicate a derived unit: metres per second = m s-1 (or m/s). Acceleration is indicated as m/s2 (not as m/s/s);

6. Do not leave a space between the degree sign and the letter C but leave a space between the degree sign and the preceding numeral: 20 °C instead of 20°C or 20° C;

7. Symbols for physical quantities are printed in italics. Symbols for units are printed in Roman type. If, on a graph, potential difference (V) measured in volts (V) is to be plotted against current (I) in milliamps (mA), the axes should be labelled: either V/V and I/mA or V in volts and I in milliamps.

8. Symbols for vector quantities are printed in bold face italic type (e.g. F for force).
3.3 Abbreviations and Acronyms

Use only generally accepted abbreviations and symbols. Periods are generally omitted in abbreviations.
3.4 Tables and Figures
Tables should be kept simple and clear. Only relevant information of conclusions should be included. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Figure captions should be below the figures whiles table captions should appear above the tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. Tables and figures must be numbered consecutively. Table 1 is an example of a table.

All figures and photographs must be in colour and labelled with the abbreviation “Fig. 1”, even at the beginning of a sentence. Photographs should be sharp glossy prints. Maps, sketches, etc should include a metric bar scale (Anon, 2010). When referencing figures in text, one should be consistent with using either “Figure” or “Fig”. If the figure is a graph, the following should be noted.
· The scale chosen should be such that only the relevant parts of the curve are presented, that is, the grid should not be extended unnecessarily beyond the limits of the curve to be shown;
· The choice of grid size depends on the accuracy required;
· The scale should be easy to read and be restricted to multiples and submultiples of 10;
· The caption should be brief but self-explanatory and be positioned underneath the graph; any notes or supporting documents, if necessary should be placed below the title;
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Fig.1 is an example of a good graph.

4 Manuscript Length
The manuscript length should not be more than ten thousand (10000) words or 20 pages when set out in this format. Typically, authors should aim at less than seven thousand five hundred (7500) words or 15 pages in this format.

Acknowledgement (Optional)
Authors whose work was funded may acknowledge the source of funds.
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The reference list must be summarized at the end of the main text. Use 10 pt Times New Roman font for the list. The references are cited in the text by the author's surname followed by the year of publication separated by a comma and are listed in alphabetical order by year of publication in the list of references [e.g. (Kuma, 2004)]. The full details of all cited text must be listed at the end of the text and all entries in the reference list must be cited in the text. The example reference list below represents references for Thesis, Webpages, Reports, Journals, Conference Proceedings, and Books respectively.
